Advent is Coming!

Many people are excited that Christmas is fast ap-
proaching. For Christian believers, Christmas is a
special time to once again celebrate God’s greatest
gift to the world—His only-begotten Son. But be-
fore we celebrate the birth of our Lord with the
Christmas season, we will first spend a few weeks
in church focusing on an event that is also fast ap-
proaching: Christ’s second coming!

Jesus has promised to return to our world, not in
humble circumstances like the first time, but in the
fullness of His glory and power! Because this will
be such a tremendous event it is fitting that we de-
vote extra time to learn about our Lord’s return
and how we can be well prepared for that day.
This is the major emphasis of the Advent season,
Christ is coming!

To help us appreciate this special advent season
the church has the tradition of adding midweek ad-
vent services. Here at Pella we will have three
midweek services on Wednesday evenings, Decem-
ber 5th and 12th and the 19th.  The themes for
these services are derived from the Epistle lessons
used in the previous Sunday church service, a por-
tion of those readings are printed below. Take a
few minutes and read through these lessons and
note the Advent theme in each of them.

1 Thessalonians 3:9-13

Now may our God and Father himself, and our Lord
Jesus, direct our way to you, and may the Lord
make you increase and abound in love for one an-
other and for all, as we do for you, so that he may
establish your hearts blameless in holiness before
our God and Father, at the coming of our Lord Je-
sus with all his saints.

Philippians 1:2-11

Grace to you and peace from God our Father and
the Lord Jesus Christ. | thank my God in all my
remembrance of you, always in every prayer of
mine for you all making my prayer with joy, be-
cause of your partnership in the gospel from the
first day until now. And | am sure of this, that he
who began a good work in you will bring it to com-
pletion at the day of Jesus Christ.

Philippians 4:4-7

Rejoice in the Lord always; again | will say, re-
joice. Let your reasonableness be known to every-
one. The Lord is at hand; do not be anxious about
anything, but in everything by prayer and supplica-
tion with thanksgiving let your requests be made
known to God. And the peace of God, which sur-
passes all understanding, will guard your hearts
and your minds in Christ Jesus.

Did you notice the Advent theme in these readings?
In different ways they all refer to the second com-
ing of our Lord which all believers will be well pre-
pared for because Christ has redeemed us by His
actions at His first coming—His life, death and res-
urrection. | hope you will be able to take time out
of your week to join us for these special mid-week
services. God grant you a blessed and joyous Ad-
vent and Christmas season!
